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Annual Report ð  2008  

Over the past six and a half years we have been financially supporting registered local       
organisations and churches who work among the broken & abandoned, poor & needy, widows, 
orphans/ semi orphans, child labour victims, children of lepers, underprivileged, young       
offenders, and persecuted in Sri Lanka and India. We function regardless of race and religion. 
We sent more than £145,000 for our projects during this period.  

The second batch of five (5) widows were trained in Aug ñ
Dec 2008 in Urani, Batticaloa.  On successful completion of 
the training, each of these five widows received a sewing 
machine donated by Bridge of Love UK. Rev. Karunanithi             
coordinated this project.

In June 2008 Bridge of Love provided Rs 27,400 towards the  
set-up cost for a Chair Rental business for poor widows in         
Valaichechenai, Sri Lanka. Bro Yoganathan coordinated this 
project.  

 
London Tamil Christian Congregation (LTCC) donated £1050 
in August 2008 and with this money a batch of ten (10)    
widows were trained in Aug ñDec period in Kalkudah, Sri 
Lanka.  On successful completion of the training, each of 
these ten widows received a sewing machine.  Rev Isaiah 
provided the training space while Bro. Yoganathan          
coordinated this project.  

Income Generating Projects for Widows  
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Bridge of Love (BOL) provides monthly financial support for nine (9) poor Widows and their     
children who live in a slum area Pastor Kathireson is the local coordinator of this  project. We 
also run an Evening Study Programme for the children who live in this slum area where there 
was neither electricity nor educational care available. In total Bridge of Love sent  more than 
£1750 for this project in 2008.  
  

Pittkodde, Colombo, Sri Lanka  

Over the course of the past two decades, war has            
devastated the North and East of Sri Lanka. People 
in this areas have faced extreme violence and 
been the victims of appalling human rights abuses.   
 
As the focus of the conflict shifts from Sri Lankaõs 
east to parts of the Northern region, the UN       
refugee agency appealed for $18.6 million to      
provide assistance to an estimated half a million  
internally displaced persons in Sri Lanka in 2008.   
 
Throughout this year we provided regular financial support to 30 internally displaced (IDP) 
families from Mannar. Rev Vasanthan Stephen put in a lot of hard work and coordinated this 
relief work for Bridge Of Love. In April 2008 , Mrs Suseela Logathas, BOL prayer partner went 
to Mannar from the UK and carried out £250 worth relief work. In total we carried out more 
than £3,500 worth relief work for the IDPs in 2008.

Children are lovingly cared 
for by Miss Praba Thanjaratnam who has devoted 
her life to support these children. The standard of 
discipline and the love and affection among the 
children are so high that even the government 
sends young offenders here. BOL is financially    
supporting ten (10)  children in this orphanage. Mr 
Luke Mahendra, BOL Trustee & Treasurer is the 
project coordinator and main sponsor of this       
project.
